has to be followed by all the institutions offering educatloough ODL mode. The UGC has directed to
adopt concept of schools in the academic governance of the University. The KSOU is recognized by the
UGC and strictly adheres to all the norms as specified in the regulations.

Under part 8(V) of the UGC ODL notdation July-2017, Post Graduate Certificate Programme/
Diploma/ Certificate Courses, approved by the statutory authorities/bodies of the HEI and the deliveries
conforms with the standard do not require the approval from the regulatory body. The KSOU has
developed the courses and obtained the approval from the Academic Council and the Board of
Management (statutory authorities/bodies).
