We welcome you all to the Karnataka State Open University, the pioneer higher education
institution. We are happy to inform that the KSOU is celebrating its Silver Jubilee this year.
Our main motive is “Higher Education to Everyone Everywhere”. Established in 1996, the
varsity has reached higher education to lakhs of students extending education through Open
Distance Learning Mode throughout the state at their doorsteps.

The KSOU is presently offering education in 32 courses both at Under Graduate and Post
Graduate levels. Swami Vivekananda “Education means that process by which character
is formed, strength of mind is increased, the intellect is expanded and by which one can
stand on one’s own feet”. The KSOU is providing education to different sections of the
society irrespective of economic background and age unlike the traditional universities in the
state. The fees structure is nominal while concession is extended to students to ensure that they
are not deprived of higher education.
